►A maintenance management plan that demonstrates a commitment to the ongoing care

and maintenance of the trees and other plants used in the project.

►Identification of the role of students and other volunteers in the project.

►An explanation on how the program will increase

public awareness and understanding of the environmental benefits provided by trees and provide learning opportunities for the students and the school community.

►A commitment to and description of a recognition and promotional program to inform the general public and members of the school community of the role of Tree Canada and our Sponsors in assisting the school to achieve its greening goals.

►A letter of commitment for your greening school ground project from the School Board.

►A commitment to the planting of the project within one year of funding approval.

Note 1: Costs for the ongoing care and maintenance of the trees is the school’s responsibility. These costs will not be included as part of the cost-sharing.
